The left modules are equipped with transparent safety laminated glass (5+5 mm), installed on stainless
steel supports and equipped with seals to ensure high resistance to impacts and bad weather; The central module houses an 
information board with an opening door, ideal for the posting of schedules and notices for passengers. The front part is in 
transparent polycarbonate (4 mm), while the lower and rear infill is made of shaped galvanized sheet (1.5 mm). The right
module features an infill made of shaped galvanized steel panels (1.5 mm), completed by a compact polycarbonate roof (5
mm) and an internal false ceiling for a better aesthetic finish.

To ensure greater visibility and safety, the shelter is equipped with integrated lighting in the upper part. The electrical wiring
is housed inside the structure in a protected compartment, with the power cable outlet at the base.

The side walls are in laminated glass (5+5 mm), fixed with stainless steel supports to ensure strength and transparency,
creating a bright and welcoming environment for users.

The shelter is also equipped with an internal bench, made with a galvanized steel frame and an okumè wood seat, a
precious material that guarantees comfort and resistance to bad weather.

Thanks to the anti-corrosion treatments it undergoes, including hot-dip galvanizing, sandblasting, and powder coating,
the shelter ensures durability and protection from atmospheric agents, maintaining excellent aesthetic and functional
performance over time.
